This eu.aple is to 
illustrate the ease of use or 11odem Ellail services. Easylink and One to One 
follow the eue pa ttem of response, but sign in methods III8T vary slightly. 
So11e Modell House co•puter software packs will perait autoaatic entry of 
identities and passwords, and take you i .. ediately to a main aenu. 

OUtside of •etropoliton areas, the cheapest way to enter a s;yste• like BT Gold 
will be through the PSS (Packet awitchstreu) service. Si~le instructions to 
log on through PSS follows at the end of this eu.aple, which is en eu.aple of 
log in directly to a BT Gold node (co•puter access point) in London. 

Dial Telephone nusber eg 01 583 1275, [CR] [CR] to wake the syste• up.

You also have the advantage ot 
letting your co11puter do the work of searching, for intoraation etc., and eoat 
good quality coamunicationa software packs will automate alaoat every aspect 
ot an Email service such as this. In addition, you can at any tie siaply 
type "Help", for instant help. 

To call through PSS (Packet Switchatreu) you will usually enter a local 
telephone number. When the carrier light on your aodea lights, or 7DU hear a 
high pitched tone, connect your .adea, but note, no welcoae page will appear, 
enter [CR), [CR), [D1] (or [A2]), [CR). The very friendly PBS coaputer will 
respond with the lengtby welcoa meaeage, •JUit>•, This ie PBS's Wtrf' of saTing 
"Bello, Good Evening and Welcoae, Could you give 11.e your Network User 
Identity, Please•. You then enter the KUI issued to you by BT Gold, Microlink 
!to. The PBS coaputer will reepond with another friendly message •ADD?>•, 
again this is the coaputer'a way of saTing, "Bello Valued Cuatoaer, I 
recognize your Network User Identity, could you please intora ae ot the 
co11puter (Address), TOU wish me to connect you to, Your wish is .yo coaii&Dd".

Appendix C1 Log-in to Prestel/Viewdata Systeaa. 

Due to the ease of log-in with Prestel or siailar Viewdata systems, we have 
decided not to include an exa11ple, in this handbook. In all cases log-in 
procedure is very easy. Firat establish what your local access telephone 
number is1 eg 07.34 .325111 Prestel Reading, set your 11odea to 1200 Originate, 
and software to Viewdata or Prestel aode. Dial the appropriate nuaber, and 
upon hearing the high pitched tone, connect your aodea. Enter your user ID 
at the requested tiae, whereupon you will be presented with another fraae 
requesting your password. (It you do not have a Prestel account you say enter 
the nuaber 4 ten tilles for the Identity, and 4 four times for the password, 
(~44444444~ 4444) which will put you into a Micronet deaonatration area). 
You will then be presented with a Prestel Welcoae frue, and you then follow 
the Prestel Computers instructions. ••90#" to end the call. Have run.
