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NEW PRODUCTS

Many companies will be using the
Exhibition to launch new
products and demonstrate recent
ones. On these pages you’ll find
some of the items you’ll get a
chance to see at the Show.

The Acorn User Show will be the
first public showing of the new Acorn
micros, the Archimedes - claimed
to be the fastest in the world. They
are based on a totally new type of
central processor chip which runs
typically ten to twenty times faster
than the original BBC.

The Archimedes comes in four
versions, the A305, A310, A410 and
A440. The 300 series are being
badged as BBC Micros and contain’
0.5Mb and 1Mb of RAM respectively.
The 400 Series will be sold as Acorn
machines and will have 1Mb or 4Mb
of RAM.

All of the machines come complete
with a 800K, 3.5 inch disc drive and
an optional monochrome or colour
monitor, the 400 series also has a
built in hard disc interface and the
A440 will come with a 20Mb hard
disc.

All machines come with 0.5Mb of
ROM. This contains the operating
system (called Arthur), BBC Basic V
and a new version of ADFS. Most
original BBC Basic programs will run
under Basic V, but if not, you can
always try running them under the
6502 emulator supplied.

Most machine code programs will
run under the emulator, but
unfortunately it is unlikely that any
games will work. However, if you've
seen Lander by one of the authors of
Elite, you'd never want to run any
original BBC games!

The most obvious improvements
over the BBC are with the graphics

and sound. There are now 21 screen
modes ranging from the original
eight, to models that can display 256
different colours with a resolution of
640 by 256 pixels (equivalent of
mode 0). There are also 132 column
screens for terminal emulation. There
is full software support for circles,
flood fill, ellipses and sprites.

enables the Arc to reproduce any
sound from a harpsichord to a milk
bottle. There are 8 stereo voices, each
of which can be at one of 7 stereo
positions.

Basic V is standard BBC Basic, but
with numerous extensions to handle
the Arc’s advanced features. The Basic
has also been extended to include
instructions such as CASE. Multi-line
IFs and WHILE. ENDWHILE. Also a
full RISC assembler is available with
the standard open square bracket.
However, because of the speed of
Basic, most people won’t need to
write in machine code!

Anyway, for hands-on experience of
the Archimedes, rush round to the
Acorn stand now!
