November 1986 

Acorn announces an operating profit of 
£298,000 for the previous half year and 
says it is looking forward to "a new era of 
prosperity". 

December 1986 

For the frrst time ever Father Christmas 
comes online from the North Pole. 
Equipped with a BBC Micro he answers 
messages transmitted via the MicroLink 
electronic mail service. 

January 1987 

Price of the 512k add-on board is slashed 
by £200 to £199. It is Acorn's frrst move in 
a campaign to win a larger share of the 
small business market. 

February 1987 

Acorn wins an order from Poland for 
nearly £I million worth of hardware and 
software. The deal involves 200 Master 
128 and 1,500 Compact machines, plus 
disc drives and monitors. 

March 1987 

Another major overseas order is clinched 
by Acorn when the Hong Kong govern­
ment purchases 700 Master l28s. 

.April1987

Archimedes - the world's fastest micro -
is launched. The entry level model is 20 
times faster than the BBC Micro, and - at 
half a megabyte - has a memory capacity 
15 times greater. 

.August 1987 

Acorns cuts the prices of its Master range 
by an average 15 per cent, but promises 
to continue supporting the machine fully. 

September 1987 

Six figure sales within the year are fore­
cast by Acorn for the Archimedes 
following a flood of advance orders and 
serious enquiries from the education and 
business sectors in particular.

Bruno Soggiu 
takes over from Brian Long as managing 
director of Acorn and announces that an 
exciting new series of Unix workstations 
are under development.
